7. Share something you created and how you feel 
about it? 
 

8. What is one small thing you could do to “help 
restore Eden”? 
 

9. Do you believe it’s possible to do at least one 
thing to help restore Eden every day? Why or 
why not? 
 

10. What are your thoughts on the principles that 
“there is a God-shaped hole in every heart that 
nothing else can fill” AND “there is a human-
shaped hole in every heart that God has chosen 
not to fill”?
