4. Read Mark 14:40-47. Why do you think the women remained 
for the duration of Jesus’s time on the cross?

5. Read John 20:1-18. What was Mary’s first action on seeing the 
tomb? 
 
Compare what Peter and John did on seeing the empty tomb 
with Mary’s actions. 
 
Why did Mary linger, and why do you think the risen Jesus 
identified himself first to Mary and not to Peter or John?
